The purpose of the intervention is to help clients deal with their
feelings of having lost loved ones. The bereavement group consisted of children from age 5 years and the
foster parents.

The outcome of the bereavement group was very positive, as the group members indicated that they were
relieved after the session. During the evaluation of the group session the members gave some of the
following comments:

“Ke e kutlwa ke kgotsofetse e bile ke fodile mo moyeng” (I am satisfied and am feeling better, the session
really did me well)

bona” (" | am grateful for the wonderful words the social worker gave us, she really healed me spiritually).
